RATE OF PLAY 
Rate of play will be 40 moves in 100 
minutes. When black has made 40 moves 
both clocks will be set back 15 minutes and 
all further moves in the game will be made 
in the remaining time. 

LATE ARRIVALS 
Players arriving more than 30 minutes late 
will be deemed to have lost by default unless 
the controller can re-pair them satisfactorily. 
Players without an opponent must expect to 
be re-paired 30 minutes after the scheduled 
round start time. 

BYES 
A ½ point bye is available if requested at the 
time of entry in any round except the final 
round. 

NOTES 
The latest ECF grades will be 
used. The organisers reserve the 
right to transfer a player to a 
different section or refuse an entry, 
though such entrants will be 
notified accordingly. We regret 
that entry fees cannot be refunded 
in the event of non-appearance. 
Any player whose mobile phone 
rings in the playing area whilst the 
games are in progress may be 
defaulted from that game. The 
Controllers decision in any matter 
is Final. Any member of the ECF 
who was under 18 years of age on 
31st August 2009 or has a grade 
under 175 will be eligible for 
Grand Prix points in the 
appropriate section.

The 
North Essex Chess League Championship and Challengers Trophies will 
be awarded to the highest placed registered player in the Open and the 
Under 165 sections respectively. Tie break rules for trophies will be 
posted on the day. Cash prizes will be shared. There will be an additional 
prize awarded by the David Wood Memorial Trust in respect of the best 
performance by a qualified Essex Junior. An additional prize of £25 will 
also be awarded to the best performance by a senior player.
