








Fifty Years of Essex Chess

IN July—the 28th to be precise—1898, a few chess enthusiasts with
the support of eight clubs, of which Ilford and Leyton alone remain,
met at the City of London Club, and so the Essex County Chess
Association was born. Thus, this year—1948—the Association attained
its jubilee and a retrospect of its efforts and achievements provides
a tribute to the pioneers and their successors and an encouragement
to even greater effort in the future,

The period is divided into three eras by two terrible wars. The
first era (1898-1915) was one of experience and experiment; the second
(1918-1939) during which ground lost was recovered and consolidated
and efforts became more ambitious; and the third when during the
war a few indomitable spirits kept more than a spark of life in
organised chess; a spark which during the years following the peace
has been fanned into a vitality which has brought the greatest success
of its half century of existence.

Of its activities during its first four or five years little is to be
learnt, although it is interesting to note that the first match played by
the Association was on 27th October, 1898, when a 39 board match was
played and drawn against the famous North London club; none of
those Essex players now figures in the world of chess. Mr. F. E. H.
Clay, the first Hon. Sec., was succeeded in 1900 by Mr. P. R. Gibbs,
one of the finest products of Essex Chess, and the following year Essex
met and beat Surrey (84-73). In 1902 the County Trophy was estab-
lished, a competition which remained unbroken and has now become
merged in the County League.

In September, 1904, an event of the greatest importance to Essex
chess occurred. The “ Stratford Express” initiated a weekly chess
article and, in introducing Mr, F. W. Markwick as editor, said—** The
aim will be to foster chess in Essex and draw Essex Chess players
closer together; and of course, we hope we may help Essex to take
the proper place among chess-playing counties. That place is at
the top.” For forty-four years the article has made a regular appear-
ance with an influence extending far beyond Essex and of inestimable
value to the County.

Without following chronological order it is appropriate here to
record the excellent service given to Essex chess by Mr. T. H. George,
of Ilford, who has atoned for his win for Surrey against Essex in the
early years of the century by his brilliant conduct of a chess column
in the “ Ilford Recorder.” Initiating this feature early in 1933, he
has maintained an unbroken contribution which has been of great
value to county clubs and players alike.

From then onwards chess life in Essex became vigorous. In 1905
the East London Chess League, for which four years later a shield
was secured, was formed. In the same year Essex joined Kent and
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Surrey in arranging a fifty board competition for “a chess cup (_)f
some kind ” to be known as the Metropolitan County Championship
Trophy, a date which coincided with the first issue of the B.C.E.
Year Book.

In 1908 the County Championship was inaugurated, followed
next year by the minor competition; Messrs. P, R. Gibbs and B. Hagger
were the first winners respectively. In this year also Mr. F. W.
Markwick succeeded Mr. P. R. Gibbs as Hon. Sec. and held the office
with distinction until ill-health, in 1944, led to his retirement and the
apointment of Mr. R. W. Gosling.

Although there were but few clubs they were very active. The
East London and Leyton clubs, later joined by a combination of
Ilford and East Ham clubs, regularly played in the London League
and afforded players (many specially enrolled) opportunities for good
match play and so improved the strength of the County teams. During
this period Essex players—Messrs. J. E. Alcock, H. G. Cole and others
—won honours at chess congresses and at the City of London club.

To 1915, thirty-six county matches were played; of these eight
were won and four drawn. Middlesex, with whom eleven were
played, being the only unbeaten County. Eleven correspondence
matches were played, Devon, Sussex, Gloucester, Hants and Comwall
being beaten.

The first world war put chess into cold storage. Clubs closed
down, the entries for compétitions were not sufficient to justify con-
tinuance, After a few County friendlies the Association’s activities
lay dormant. With peace once more new clubs were formed, the old
ones revived and the Association was stirred into action. Matches in
the S.C.C.U. championship and Metropolitan Chess League were
resumed, as were the County championship and other competitions,
for which handsome trophies were presented to the Association by
Alderman Wilson Marriage, J.P., C.C. (1926) and R. A. Jones, Esq., of
Southend (1922). ‘An innovation was the publication of the first
Essex Year Book in 1920, in which it is interesting to note that twe
ladies were listed among club members, a change from 1904 when
the Southend Club negatived a proposal to admit ladies. Later
several ladies took part in county matches, whilst in 1938-9 the first
Essex Ladies’ Championship, with the Shannon Cup as trophy, was
won by Miss Poupard. Two years earlier the Essex Boys’ Champion-
ship was instituted and won by A. R. Duff.

Other Year Books followed in 1922, 1925, 1926 and 1927, after
which the directory of Essex Chess was incorporated in the S. Counties
Combined Year Book. Essex has not yet competed for the Ebony
Shield (S.C.C.U., 1922) but for the Amboyna Shield, a fifty board
competition instituted in 1925, Essex has consistently competed until
its efforts were crowned with success during the past season.

In October, 1927, Essex provided forty players to a combined
team drawn from the four metropolitan counties to meet the Civil
Service Chess League in what must be a record match for this country.
The counties won by 2973-210%, towards which Essex players scored
26, an excellent performance in a unique event.

During this period Essex took part in 82 S.C. championship
matches, winning 11 (5 v. Kent, 3 v. Herts., and 2 v. Sussex and 1 v.
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Surrey) and drawing 3 (2 v. Kent and 1 v. Sussex). The 68 Amboyna
Shield matches yielded only 8 wins (4 v. Kent, 2 v. Herts. and 1 gach
v. Surrey and Sussex). From 1924 to 1928 Essex failed to win a
match, but 1934-5, when Kent and Sussex were beaten in the gham-
pionship and Surrey and Kent in the Shield competition, promised a
better future.

War again turned thoughts and efforts to more serious things.
Once more official chess all over the country was suspended; but in
Essex an enthusiastic group of players kept contact and by matches
and competitions maintained a continuity until peace came once more.

The period since 1945 is too recent and short to need recapitula-
tion. It suffices to say that with a complete change of officials
inevitably due to the eflux of time, chess in Essex sprang into vigorous
life and, as will be recorded elsewhere, reached its peak of success in
its year of jubilee.

These short and simple annals, if measured by triumphs, are not
brilliant, but, allowing for the difficulties that from the beginning
have had to be overcome, they are a tribute to the courage, tenacity
and optimism of those who built up the Association and its affiliated
clubs. 3

Essex was and is a large rural county with few towns and in-
different communications, having the bulk of its population massed on
its metropolitan side. And that population was not, until recently,
when chess became more democratic, a fertile source of chess players;
at no time can record of more than fifteen clubs be found. The other
metropolitan counties have areas favoured by the professional and
other middle classes from which so many of tae finest players are
drawn. Essex has never been able to call on players of international
standing; its players who could hold their own with these have been
few and often, after a meteoric career, have passed on, In the main
Essex has had to depend on players whose time for study was limited.
But Essex has pulled through; both in direct and correspondence play
it has proved its prowess; it has become a force to be respected by
any county. It is not too much to hope that with continued vigour,
enthusiasm and loyalty from individuals and clubs alike the zenith of
its greatness lies in the near future.

We who knew him are glad that he lived to see the 50th anniversary of
the Essex Chess Association that he so largely helped to create, and
its success, to which he so greatly contributed.
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Constitution and Rules, 1945

The Association shall be entitled “ The Essex County Chess
Association,” and its objects shall be to encourage the
establishment of Chess Clubs throughout the County, and to
foster and encourage Chess-playing generally.

The Association shall consist of a President, Vice-Presidents,
Honorary Life Members, Members of Affiliated Clubs and
unattached Members.

The Officers of the Association shall be the President, Honorary
Secretary, Honorary Treasurer, Match Captain and Correspond-
ence Match Captain.

All Chess Clubs in the County are eligible for affiliation.

The affairs of the Association to be managed by an Executive
Committee, consisting of the Officers of the Association, one
representative from each Affiliated Club, League, Chess Society
or other similar organisation, and one unattached member to
be appointed by the Annual General Meeting, five to form a

quorum.

The subscriptions of Vice-Presidents shall be £1/1/0 and of
unattached members 5/- per annum. The annual fee from
Clubs for affiliation shall be 2/6d. per adult member.

The Annual General Meeting of the Association shall be held
at the end of every season not later than 31st May, at which
the election of officers for the ensuing year shall take place.

A Special General Meeting; the object of which shall be clearly
stated, shall be called within 28 days by the Honorary Secretary
on the instruction of the Committee, on a requisition signed by
the accredited representatives of at least three affiliated Clubs.
Fourteen days’ clear notice of such meeting shall be circulated
to all members by the Honorary Secretary.

The authorised edition of the Laws of Chess, published by the
B.C.F., shall govern all play conducted by the Association. All
disputes and questions shall be referred to the Committee whose
decision shall be binding and final.

For qualification of members see the rules of the Southern
Counties’ Chess Union.

Match Captain’s Report
GAUDEAMUS IGITUR.

1t is fitting that we should have celebrated our ]ubilge wiFh the
best season ever. Congratulations to all who took part in this fine
effort. It is a portent of things to come.

Our fortunes have varied throughout the years and if we have not
reached the heights neither were we ever cast down by bad times.

In the past we have not attracted the wealth of playing strength
to be found in the Metropolis, mainly because of the residential
character of the County. Although this matter is now adjusting itself
it has never given us too much concern, for we have learned how to
adapt ourselves to circumstances and our present position haﬂs‘ been
built up from the limited resources with which we started. To the
everlasting credit of our officials during this long period it must be
stated that they never lost heart and we have tried adequately to
acknowledge their efforts and express our appreciation.

Moreover, while recognising the great part played by the veterans
of the past, we have been served well by youth. Although we have
done well in the last season we can expect to do even better in the
future, when many of our younger players will have developed their
playing strength.

It was a sad loss to Essex chess when the war robbed us of two
of our most promising young members. We shall always remember
the late Lieut. A. R. Duff (Leyton), holder of the British Boys’ Cham-
pionship for three consecutive years, 1937/9, and the late A. Croft
(Ilford), who actually defeated the former in the Essex Boys
Championship, 1939, and won the trophy.

Since the war the Association has been fortunate in securing the
services of the Penrose family. Prof. L. S. Penrose, a fine player, is
widely known and many of our members will remember his association
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with the Colchester club. His two sons are no less outstanding. Oliver
won the British Boys’ Championship in 1946 and also the County
Individual Championship, 1946/7, which he has retained this year.
Not to be outdone Jonathan won the British Boy's Championship in
1947, at the very early age of 13. He was indeed unfortunate not to hold
the title this year, for, after tieing in the preliminary section, the
Sonneborn-Berger system was applied and owing to this he failed to
pass on to the final. However, his was an outstanding performance,
for in the strong A Section of the Consolation tournament he scored
five clear wins and was the only player in the Championship and
Consolation tournaments who did not lose a game. He was also
awarded a special prize for one of the best played games of the
Championship. D. V. Lofts, of the Leyton club, also did well in this
Championship, for he won his section and passed on to the final, in
which he came third.

At the recent London Congress both Oliver and Jonathan justified
their inclusion in the Premier Open tournament, and in an exciting
finish they both shared the honours for first place in a quintuple tie
with the score of 7} points. An excellent performance and there is
no doubt that the future holds much promise for both these young
and enterprising players.

All the Essex players did well in the B.C.F, London tournament.
That well known player H. I. Woolverton put up a fine performance
in the Major “ A ” section and finished first with the fine score of 8%
points. It will be remembered that he shared first place in the B.C.F.
Harrogate Congress of the year before in the Major II section. Of the
other young players, who show much promise, R. A. Wagstaff shared
3rd place in the Major “B?” section with 7 points. Last year at
Harrogate he won his section. P. B. Cook won the “ First Class A”
tournament with the excellent score of 9 points. The only game he
lost was to another Essex player, L. A, J. Glyde. P. A. Taylor in
Major “C” and A. E. Luck in First Class “ C” sections did not
secure a place, but had some good wins.

Unfortunately we lost Major E. H. Flear last season; he is now
stationed at Devizes and we can only hope he will be nearer to London
before long. On the other hand such well known players as Dr. S.
Fazekas and D. B. Scott have joined our ranks and later, F/O A. M.
Hallmark, a young player who has done very well for the County. That
fine veteran F. F. L. Alexander has established himself in our midst
and has a fine record for the games he has played.

E. G. Bowley and E. W, Fryd played some fine chess in the
key matches.

Besides those I have mentioned there are many tried and valued
players who have helped us over a number of years and who have
contributed largely to last season’s splendid achievement, For their
sake especially, as well as for the newcomers, I am glad that we have,
for the first time in our history, won the Amboyna Shield, winning all
our matches in the competition with a clear lead of total games won
above any of our opponents.
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Our remarkable victory over Middlesex was really great. As a
result of it the Southern Counties Championship has gone out of the
Metropolis, the first time for many years. This is a good thing for the
competition and Middlesex, who have shown a fine sporting spirit,
were the first to acknowledge it.

We should, of course, have preferred to win it ourselves and at one
time we had a reasonable chance of doing so. But when we narrowly
lost to Surrey the opportunity was gone for that season, nor must it
be assumed that if we had won this vital match we would have gone
on and defeated Hampshire, who now hold the title. Undoubtedly we
should have had a good try, but—all in due course.

Apart from this loss in the Championship section against Surrey
and a draw against Kent, we did not lose a single match last season.
When vou consider that we played a 50 board match at Brighton for
the first time and three good sized friendly matches against the Civil
Service, B.C.C.A. and the Combined East Anglian Counties, we can be
well pleased with this excellent result. The last mentioned event, held
at Cambridge, was for the record number of 100 boards and, I believe,
the largest chess match since the war, It speaks volumes for the
support we receive from our players that we can, in these difficult
times, stage such a mammoth event so far from home. We were glad
to renew our friendship with Suffolk and Norfolk and to meet the
officials and players of Cambridgeshire and the University. This
coming season a friendly match of 100 boards is being arranged v.
Hants and Dorset, which will be played at Southsea in May.

Although we may have our setbacks, the future can be faced with
confidence. It is now becoming within our power to achieve great
things. By our combined efforts—we shall.

Essex County Chess League

RULES.

1. The league shall be called the Esssex County Chess League.

2. It will consist of three divisions, Div. 1 1.0 boards, Div. 2
8 boards, Div. 3 6 boards, plus a Commercial Section, 6 boards.

3. All clubs must abide by the rules of the Essex County Chess
Association.

4. Names of all players must be sent for registration to the
League Secretary, H. Harvey, by competing clubs at least 7 days
before they are due to play in League matches.

5. Clubs entering a team in Div. 1 shall forward at the com-
mencement of the season to the league secretary the names of the
six top board men, who shall not be eligible to play in a lower
division. Div. 2 must register four top board men who shall be in-
eligible to play in Div, 3.

6. No player is allowed to play in the above league for more
than one club during the season.

7. The playing season shall be as from the Ist October to the
1st of May the following year.

8. Matches shall be of two-and-half hours minimum playing
time. Thirty minutes’ grace after time agreed for commencement of
match may be allowed for any player absent and unless within that
time a substitute has been nominated and put in the team the absentee
shall forfeit the game.

9. 1f any club or player provides the necessary timing apparatus
it shall be obligatory to use it, and the following time limit applies: —
Each player must make twenty-four moves in the first hour and six
moves in every subsequent completed quarter hour.

10 All away clubs must give at least 14 days’ notice if unable
to comply with the arranged fixture or wishing information as to the
precise location and means of transport. Evening games shall com-
mence not later than 7.30 p.m. Afternoon matches shall commence
not later than 3.30 p.m. Failure to comply with this rule may lead to
a team losing the match in the event of a club making a claim through
such failure.

11. Teams winning match score two points, one point to each
team in the event of a draw. Winners of the divisions shall be the
team scoring the most points. Should there be a tie the highest
aggregate score of games shall decide the position. In the event of
teams being equal in points and aggregate games the teams concerned
shall play a further match to decide the winners of their division.

12. All results and names of players must be forwarded to the
League Secretary By Botn CLuBs concerned, within THREE Davs of
the match taking place.
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13. The following rules shall apply to all games that are not
completed at call of time:—

(a) Players will have the option of continuing the game by
mutual arrangement, within three weeks of date of the match
concerned, PROVIDED 30 MOVES oR MORE have been made at the
call of time. Should they not agree to resume the game within
the prescribed time limit, the respective match-captains must
endeavour to agree upon the results of such unfinished games,
especially where the outcome cannot affect the result of the
match.

(b) If, however, 30 moves have not been made at the call of
time THE GAMES MUST BE RESUMED between the players concerned
within three weeks of the date of the match. Should the players
concerned be unable to agree as to where and when the game
shall be continued, the League Secretary shall give two dates and
venue to both players on application. Failure to comply with the
arrangement then made by the League Secretary, by either player,
or refusal by either player to resume the game, shall be a loss.
If at the end of a resumed game a decision is not reached, then
the position can be sent for adjudication.

(c) In the event of a player making a late start in a match or
a reserve being put in under rule 8 the minimum number of
moves to avoid enforced resumption of the game shall be 24. If
less, section B is in force.

(d) In all cases where a game is unfinished at the call of time
and play is resumed at a later date, the player whose turn it is to
move MUST MAKE A SEALED MOVE WITHIN 10 MINUTES of the said
call of time. His opponent must sign or initial his name across the
sealed envelope containing such sealed move. The seal must be
broken in the presence of both players on the resumption.

14. All games for adjudication must be sent with position dia-
gramed (Black Pieces Ringed) and signed by the officials concerned
stating claim, accompanied by 3/- fee from each club for each
adjudication, within 3 days of match to the League Secretary,
H. Harvey, 14 Sussex Road, East Ham, E.6. Clubs losing their
claim shall forfeit their fee.

15. Any club may appeal against the result of any adjudication.
This claim must be made in writing to the league secretary within 7
days of receiving the result of such adjudication, enclosing £1 deposit
per adjudication and three or four suggested lines of play. In the event
of the appeal being allowed the deposit will be returned, but should
the appeal not be allowed the Sub-Committee shall determine whether
all or part of the deposit be forfeited.

16. Any dispute or protest by any Club shall be sent in writing
to the League Secretary within 14 days of the incident, who will call a
meeting of the Sub-Committee to deal with same, whose decision shall
be final.

N.B.—These rules are for season 1948-9 and all previous rules are
void,
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League Secretary’s Report

In 1945 the Essex County Chess League was formed, taking the
place of the former South-West and Mid-Essex Leagues Division 1
(8 boards), comprising Chadwell Heath, East Ham, Ilford, London
Co-operative Society, Loughton, Upminster, Southend, Wanstead and
Woodford, was won by Upminster with thirteen points out of a

possible sixteen. Division 2 (6 boards), comprising Briggs Bodies,
Chadwell Heath, East Ham, Ilford, London Co-operative Society,
Loughton, Old Parkonians, Plessey’s, Upminster, Southend, Wanstead
and Woodford, was also won by Upminster, who obtained the full
percentage of points, a very fine performance.

The following season saw the formation of another Division and
the extension of Division 2 to 7 boards a side, also the welcome
appearance of three new clubs, Redbridge, Division 2 and 3, Clesco
and Plaistow in Division 3 and Walthamstow and Chlngford in
Division 2. The winners of each Division and runners-up were as
follows : —Division 1 (9 clubs, 8 boards), Southend fifteen points,
Upminster fourteen points out of a possible eighteen points; Division
2 (14 clubs, 7 boards), Ilford twenty-one points, Southend twenty
points out of a possible twenty-six; Division 3 (9 clubs, 6 boards), East
Ham fourteen points, Southend twelve points out of a possible sixteen,

A further increase was made in 1947-48 season by the formation
of a Commercial Section, which consisted of two new Clubs, Brymay
and London Transport (Bus Section) plus Briggs Bodies, Clesco and
London Co-operative, 6 boards a side, every club playing each other
club twice. This section was won by London Co-operative Society
with fifteen points out of sixteen, Briggs Bodies being runners-up with
nine points. A further advance was made in increasing the number of
boards to ten in- Division 1 and eight in Division 2. Nine clubs
formed Division 1, which was won by Southend with fourteen points,
with Ilford and Upminster joint runners-up. Division 2, with twelve
entries saw the welcome appearance of two new clubs, namely Brent-
wood and Dagenham. This division was won by Leyton with
twenty-one points out of a possible twenty-two, with Wanstead,
eighteen points, runners-up. Division 3, in which ten clubs competed,
was won by Southend with seventeen points out of a possible eighteen,
followed by Old Parkonians with sixteen points.

Two very interesting rules were made, one to enable clubs to
participate in more than one League, namely that six top board men
of Division 1 are barred from playing in a lower Division, and four
Division 2 top board men are barred from playing in Division 3. The
other rule is that the game must be played on, unless thirty moves or
more are made, thus successfully reducing the number of adjudications.
Everyone concerned can be sure that the League Committee have done
their best to provide a satisfactory set of rules in the light of previous
experience. We look forward confidently to a great expansion of
strength in Essex Chess.

The first four met in the semi-final when Ilford beat Sir George
Monoux 33-2%, and Royal Liberty beat West Ham 4-2. The final
match resulted in a draw and it was decided that the trophy, generously
presented by Dr. Anfilogoff, should be held jointly.

The League entered a team in the Chess Education Society’s
National Tournament and after beating the London Schools by 7§-23,
went to Brighton and drew (5-5) with the local schools in the semi-
final.
